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SECURITY WITHIN GP PREMISES
INTRODUCTION

GP premises may be targeted by an opportunist thief or thieves. To reduce the likelihood of this crime

· Lock doors to all consulting rooms when not in use or if the room is vacated

· Keep personal and NHS property locked away, if you are unable to lock items away make sure they are out of sight

· Ensure that prescription pads are locked away and that prescriptions forms in printers are locked

· Monitor any suspicious behaviour. Contact Surrey Police on 0845 125 2222 if you are concerned and report the incident. Remember – if it looks suspicious – it is suspicious

· Be careful when keying in codes to door pads and ensure you are not being watched or followed

· Store personal possessions in a locked cupboard / drawer or in a secure area

· Under no circumstances disclose your PIN number – not even to your bank.
